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Sacred Heart Catholic School Names Distinguished Graduate for 2010: The National Catholic Education 
Association (NCEA) established the Distinguished Graduate Award out of recognition that significant 
accomplishments of Catholic elementary school alumni are a hallmark of Catholic education.  The awards 



 
highlight “people who as adults put into practice the values and ideals they learned in their Catholic elementary 
schools.” 
 
The first Distinguished Graduate Awards were made in 1991, and Sacred Heart Catholic School joined the 
tradition of presenting the awards five years ago.  Sponsored by the NCEA’s Department of Catholic Schools in 
cooperation with Sacred Heart Catholic School, this year’s award goes to Ernest “Ernie” Zellner.  Mr. Zellner 
has set an excellent example of how Catholic schools educate their students to become life-long active 
Catholics, always setting a good example in their community.  Ernie graduated from Sacred Heart School in 
1939.  Through the years, five generations of his family have attended Sacred Heart Catholic School: his 
parents, two brothers and himself, his three children, four grandchildren, one great-grandchild and another soon 
to be great grand-child is in attendance at the present time. 
 
Ernie has been a faithful member of Sacred Heart Parish for 85 years. He attends daily Mass and takes hours at 
the Perpetual Adoration Chapel.  Mr. Zellner is a charter and honorary life member of the Gervais Council  
 
Knights of Columbus.  On a side note, his wife Marion, has been the volunteer Sacred Heart Catholic School 
Librarian for over ten years.   
 
Ernie Zellner is an excellent representative of Catholic education.  He joins a stellar group of hundreds of 
Catholic School Alumni across the country.
